How much time do I need to allow for embarking and disembarking?

For air arrivals and departures into Rome it is recommended that guests allow adequate time for
transfer between the airport and pier, customs inspections and airport security checks. Driving time
from the Rome airport to the port is approx. 1%z hours. On the day of departure (May 3) flights
should arrive no later than 2:00 pm into Rome and on the day the ship returns (May 14) flights
should depart after 10:30 am.

Can I purchase transfers to the ship?

May 3 transfer Options

1) If you are staying in central Rome the night before embarkation, Worldview Travel is offering
group transfers to the pier on May 3 from a pre-determined location in central Rome for $90 per
person. You must let us know if you require a transfer from Rome to the Pier no later than March
2, 2010.

2) If you are arriving on the day of departure (May 3) we can arrange for a Celebrity transfer from
the airport directly to the pier for $91 per person. For those using Celebrity transfers from the airport
to the pier it is mandatory that you email us with all flight details no later than March 2, 2010.

May 14" - Transfer Options
Worldview Travel is offering transfers to the airport on May 14™ and to central Rome.
Cost: $90 per person.

It is mandatory that you Email us with your travel arrangements including air flight
information to Ericka@worldviewtravel.com no later than March 2, 2010 for any of these
transfer options.

In your final cruise documents, which will be sent in late March, instructions and details will be
included for all those reserving our transfers. The approximate distance from the Rome airport to the
port is 50 miles. Taxi costs are approx: $265 one way (depending on current exchange rates.)

When may I embark the ship?
The Celebrity Equinox departs from Rome at 6 pm. Embarkation begins at approximately 1
pm. Guests are requested to be on board no later than one hour prior to sailing time.



Making dining room reservations?

You may choose from two dining options: 6:15 pm Early seating or 8:45 pm Late seating. All special
dining requests must be made in advance of sailing through Worldview Travel, and will be noted on
your confirmation letter. Table companion seating preferences must be given to Worldview
Travel by March 20th, 2010. For a buffet style restaurant you can try the Oceanview Café which
is complimentary and attire is always casual.

Can the dining room accommodate special diets?

May I bring my own liquor On-Board?

No beer or hard liquor may be brought onboard for consumption. Guests wishing to bring personal
wine or champagne with them may do so, limited to two bottles per stateroom. When consumed in
the dining room they will be subject to a $25 corkage fee.

We’re bringing the kids, any special activities for them?

Absolutely! Youth activities are directed and organized by a special staff of youth counselors. Fully
supervised programs for children 3 (must be potty trained) to 17 are available. For children ages 3-6
activities include theme parties, treasure hunts and T-shirt decorating. Ages 7-9, relay races, team
trivia and fitness activities. Ages 10-12, pool Olympics, scavenger hunts and karaoke and for teens
13-17, pool and pizza parties, video games, disco, movies and more.

Wireless internet is available from various locations onboard when bringing your own laptop — but not
in your staterooms.

The Internet Café is open 24 hours a day with ample computers
and you will be able to buy different minute packages onboard.
